What Goes On During Children’s Liturgy of the Word?

Each class has one leader and one assistant.

1. Leader and/or Assistant

Set up table as altar for Liturgy of the Word

Plug in and set up tape player and tape for song.

Get out poster charts with words for song. 

Get Red Missal from Sacristy with Children’s Readings to carry down the aisle.

2. Assistant

Lights the candle asking God to enter the room and show everyone how to follow in God’s path.

3. Leader  

Welcomes children. Tells children that their purpose in being there is to listen to the Leader and the Assistant and any one who is called upon.  If not, then they will be asked to go back to the main church.  Usually, everyone listens and really like staying there, so they do not talk among themselves.  

4. Assistant

If a child needs help, the assistant helps them and if necessary will walk them back to the main church.

5. Leader

Explains the Gospel story.

6. Assistant

Reads the Gospel.

7. Leader and Assistant

Have children act out the Gospel story

8. Leader and Assistant

Ask children how they can use this information in their lives. What can they do to show God that they love him?  What can they do to help someone in their family?  To help those in their neighborhood?  To help children who have no toys? Whose clothing is old and torn?

For people who do not have enough food to eat?  If they don’t have any toys, food, or clothing to give what can they do to help people?  Where do they pray?  How do they pray?  What is the best prayer?  Why is it important to forgive yourself and others?

Let the children know that God made them, loves them, and will give them help…all they have to do is ask him to help them.  God will show them what to do to follow in his path to heaven.

9. Assistant

Choose 4 students to hold the song posters:  Chorus, Verse 1, 2, and 3.

10. Teacher 

Turn cassette tape of song on and lead singing.

11. Assistant

Hand out pamphlets

12. Assistant

Choose two or three children to walk behind the gift bearers to take the poster up, turn it around and place it in front of the altar.  Then the students walk back down the steps, turn and face the altar and bow to Jesus on the Crucifix.

13. Leader
Makes certain all children walk back quietly and enter the Church quietly after the Lector announces the collection and names the gift bearers.

14. Leader

Pick up poster in front of altar and return it to Council Room.

If last Mass for Liturgy of the Word, put chairs up and put candles, crucifix, altar cloth, and other things away in cabinet.
